Aldie Hosts Award Winning

Treasures On The Turnpike
May 6, 2011 – Aldie, VA – The Aldie Heritage Association (AHA) will host its 2nd Annual Treasures On The Turnpike rummage sale, antiques showcase, tailgate extravaganza, jewelry show, food fest, history and kids activities on Saturday, May 21, from 9 to 5.


The Aldie event is part of the national Route 50 Yard Sale, which stretches from the Atlantic to the Pacific along historic Rt. 50. In Aldie, the event begins on the east end of the Village at The Church of Our Redeemer and stretches to The Aldie Country Store to the west. Aldie is the only participating destination in Virginia.


More than 45 vendors have signed on to participate. These include dealers in antiques, vintage collectibles, crafts and jewelry. Live music, featuring Andy Hawk & The Train Wreck Endings and 4 Of A Kind, will be stationed at two locations in the Village.

The 2010 Treasures event received Visit Loudoun’s Tourism Campaign/Promotion Event of the Year award for outstanding use of traditional and social media to promote the daylong program, which attracted nearly 3,000 attendees.


A special feature of this year’s program will be the FREE electronics recycling station sponsored by AHA and hosted by Aldie Elementary School.  Aldie Elementary School is currently competing in the EPA’s Battle of the Buildings.  Recycling boxes will be available at the elementary school. Please note that the recycling program will not accept TV’s. E-Tech Recycling in Chantilly, VA, a full service electronic equipment recycler servicing the Metro DC area, is providing this service for the event at no charge.


Historic Aldie Mill will be open and will feature miller Mike Devine, the winner of Visit Loudoun’s Frontline Tourism Employee of the Year for 2010. A special event at the Mill will be the 3 p.m. dedication of the new Twin Water Wheels.


In partnership with Balloons Unlimited of Aldie, the festival will be selling raffle tickets for a Hot Air Balloon ride for two. Tickets can be purchased at the shops in Aldie from now until the day of the event. The drawing will be held on May 21st and you don’t have to be present to win.


The Aldie Volunteer Fire Department will be selling rubber ducks for the Annual Firequacker Duck Race, which will be held during the Oct. 15 Aldie Harvest Festival. The Duck Race, with a top prize of $100,000, is staged in Little River, which runs through Aldie.
